ROLE DESCRIPTION  

 

Position:  10-12 hours per week   

The Informal Jewish Life Educator (IJLE) is employed as a member of the Jewish Life 
Department (JLD). At all times, they report directly to the Head of Informal Jewish Life (High 
School) and ultimately are responsible to the Principal. The IJLE may also work closely and 
collaboratively with other members of the Jewish Life Department, our Director of Jewish Life 
and with the Head of Jewish Life (Primary School). 

The IJLE is first and foremost a Jewish Educator. They will be committed to continuous 
Jewish learning to broaden and deepen their knowledge and understanding of Judaism and 
to enrich the Jewish engagement and growth of our students. They also undertake to 
support the pluralist mission of Jewish Life at Emanuel, to help students become educated 
and empowered Jewishly to make their own Jewish choices. The IJLE will be knowledgeable 



wearing a kippah during tefilah and for religious ceremonies. If they identify as female, they 
are welcome to as well. They will encourage similar behaviour among Emanuel students.
